2 Your original passport, or a full copy of your passport (all pages), valid for 6 months
' after your date of departure from Ireland.

3 Two recent colour passport size photos.

Original Aufenthaltstitel or a copy, valid at least 3 months after your date of
departure from Ireland.

4' If your Aufenthaltstitel is due to expire less than three months after your return to
Ireland, please include a letter from the issuing authority confirming that your
Aufenthaltstitel will be extended.

5 Your spouse’s passport (photocopies are accepted).

6. You must provide a signed statement in English from your EU spouse confirming that

If you are visiting your EU spouse in Ireland, you must provide documentary proof that
they are in the State, such as current employer letter, current bank statement showing

address.

© If your spouse is Irish, please provide evidence that they are exercising their free
movement rights in Germany, such as a letter from their employer.
